KCCT Reading and Mathematics Combined 
Reading and Mathematics Proficient/Distinguished Report

The Kentucky Core Content Test (KCCT) is one of the state-required assessments.  The results from the reading and mathematics content are used to meet federal testing and reporting requirements of the No Child Left Behind Act (NCLB).

 

The KCCT is a criterion-referenced test based on Kentucky’s content standards. The test items measure Kentucky Core Content for Assessment (v4.1), a subset of the Program of Studies. Both of these documents define student expectations by content area and grade level.

Students in grades 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 10, 11 were  assessed in reading and mathematics specific to their grade level.
This report shows the percent proficient and above for reading and mathematics, as well as, an average of the two content areas.  Information on Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) status and graduation rate (high school only) for the last 3 years is also shown.  These factors will be used to determine which schools are persistently low-achieving.  The last column identifies schools in federal tier status, explained on page 3 of this document.Differences in data between NCLB and the new reports will occur with a school that has met Annual Measurable Objective (AMO) in NLCB reporting using two or three year averaging of data; joint schools combined for accountability; and schools with Limited English Proficient students on monitored status.

· Federal Tier I
1) A Title I school that is in the lowest five percent or lowest five scoring schools, whichever is greater, of all Title I schools that are identified in any one of the school improvement categories under the federal No Child Left Behind (NCLB) of 2001 and that failed to make AYP for three consecutive years.
OR

2) A Title I high school whose graduation rate, based on the state’s approved graduation rate calculation, has been 60 percent or less for three consecutive years.

· Federal Tier II

1) A non-Title I school that contains grades 7-12, or any combination thereof, that is in the lowest five percent or lowest five scoring schools, whichever is greater, of all non-Title I schools that contain grades 7-12 or any combination thereof, that also has at least 35 percent or greater poverty as defined in NCLB and has failed to make AYP for three consecutive years.

OR

2) A non-Title I high school whose graduation rate, based on the state‘s approved graduation rate calculation, has been 60 percent or less for three consecutive years.
· Federal Tier III
All Title I schools that are identified in any school improvement category under NCLB and are not included in the definitions of Federal Tier I.
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
